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Sebelius, Snyder announce mentoring grant recipients
Governor Kathleen Sebelius and Coach Bill Snyder, chair of Kansas Mentors, announced today the recipients of $182,000 in state grants through the Kansas Mentors initiative.

 
“The financial pressure that many mentoring programs face can be daunting,” Sebelius said. “By supporting our state’s mentoring partners we are helping these organizations provide a crucial service to our children.”

This marks the third consecutive year that state grants have been available for mentoring efforts. To date, Kansas Mentors has awarded close to $500,000 to mentoring organizations state-wide, in addition to more than $1.2 million in federal grants that Governor Sebelius has awarded to Kansas mentoring efforts through the Governor’s Discretionary Portion of the Federal Safe and Drug-Free Schools and Communities Act.

“These grant funds are a critical element in achieving Kansas Mentors’ mission of providing every young Kansan access to a caring and quality mentor,” Snyder said.  “We thank Governor Sebelius and the state Legislature in providing this integral support.”

Governor Sebelius launched Kansas Mentors in January 2006 as a way to connect and promote mentoring opportunities across the state.  Mentoring advocate and former head football coach Bill Snyder has led the campaign since its inception.
