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Governor directs flags to half-staff in honor of fallen firefighters
A statement from Governor Kathleen Sebelius:

“In Kansas and across the United States, firefighters put themselves in danger to protect their communities. Day in and day out the selfless actions of these brave men and women save countless lives and inspire us all with their commitment to public service.
“Next week, October 5-11th, we recognize Fire Prevention Week and in doing so, recognize the importance of fire safety and the vital role firefighters serve in our communities. 
“Kansans can reduce the risk of fire in their own homes by taking small steps such as installing smoke alarms and fire extinguishers.
“I have directed flags be flown at half-staff on Sunday, October 5th throughout State of Kansas facilities and buildings. I urge all Kansans to join in honoring fallen firefighters across the country by lowering their flags this Sunday, while also renewing their fire prevention efforts at home.”

President George W. Bush issued a proclamation requesting all federal institutions lower their flags on the first day of Fire Prevention Week, in honor of the National Fallen Firefighters Memorial Service.
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
